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I had a hard time writing this note this month.  We are facing some difficult challenges 

here at CCLC.  The tough economic times have caused problems for many families, 

and it is clear that our general offerings have been hurt because of it.  It would be easy 

to hit the panic button, and worry and try to make drastic changes to what we are do-

ing in response to the dire warnings of economists and politicians.  

 

AND YET, one only has to look around to see that good things are happening here.  In 

the past few months, we have had to add chairs to make room for the increased atten-

dance at Sunday services.   Kidspoint, our new childrenõs church program, has begun, 

and the support from everyone has been overwhelming.   The children (and the work-

ers!) are worshipping and learning in ways they never have before.  And it seems like 

every Sunday brings more new faces together with the òoldó ones! 

 

I am convinced that the best thing for us to do here at CCLC is to continue to act with 

BOLDNESS for the KINGDOM.  I have heard that some churches have had to eliminate 

their support of missions in order to meet budget.  While I would never want to judge 

another group of leaders for the tough choices that they had to make, I cannot ever 

imagine doing that here.  I believe that what God wants from his people is TRUST and 

WORK.  Trust that God will do his part as we do the work that he wants us to do.  

 

I heard a sermon at a revival when I was in high school that has stuck with me.  The 

theme for that year was tied to the book of Nehemiah, and this night the minister 

talked about Nehemiahõ leadership strengths as a model for how we in the church to-

day need to behave.  In chapter 4, Nehemiah recounts how the Samaritans and others 

in the Jerusalem area became angry over the rebuilding of the wall, and plans were 

made to sneak up and kill the Jews who were working to rebuild the walls.  Things 

looked bad for Nehemiah and the workers.  

 

How Nehemiah responded, though, is the example for us.  First, he prayed.  It doesnõt 

say what exactly he prayed, but I am sure that he prayed for protection, for wisdom, 

and to be able to finish the work.  AND THEN he got back to work!  He posted a guard, 

and later kept the workers armed and ready so that if an attack came they would be 

prepared.  It worked!  The Samaritan opponents were discouraged and gave up their 

plans for attack.  

 

Right now, we have the opportunity - and that is exactly what it is - to show that we 

trust God and truly believe in his promises to us, his people.  Let us be like Nehemiah.  

Let us wrap our congregation in prayer, and then let us roll up our sleeves and get 

back to work!
